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The Public Transportation Division (PTD) is blessed 
to have a dynamic group made up of individuals who 
are willing to provide technical assistance and 
expertise to our sub recipients. Our strategy breaks 
the organization into two functions. Administrative 
Assistance – finance, planning, compliance, grant 
making, and procurement – is led by Deputy Director 
Tammy Montanez. Agency Assistance – Mobility 
Development Specialists (MDS) – is led by Assistant 
Directors Cheryl Leonard and Phillip Vereen. 

PTD is fully staffed and sharing our organizational 
goals for the Agency Assistance function. First, we 
want to share travel time across all staff by assigning 
smaller clusters of systems in each area of the state, 
one with less travel than the other. Second, we want 
to help new staff become successful by bringing them 
in so they learn the rural programs while having 
growth opportunities to take on additional programs. 
We will have staff assigned in rural, small urban and 
large urban categories, a change that took effect on 
Friday, October 7, 2016. Each community 
transportation system’s working agreements will 
continue with the newly assigned staff.
