Characteristics of Bridge Replacements with Low/Minimal Impacts
· On existing horizontal alignment

· No additional travel lanes – except one lane going to two lanes

· No on-site traffic (off-site detours) – unless staged construction

· Uses nationwide permit 3 or CAMA general permit; includes situations with trout streams and non-trout streams in trout counties

· Qualifies as  PCE or State minimum criteria

· Hydraulic opening:  as large or larger

· Bridge to bridge replacements

· Could involve Outstanding  Resource Waters (ORW’s)

Criteria listed below represent topics that could be grounds for removing a bridge replacement project from the “low impact” replacement process.   Additional review or consideration may be needed to assess the complexity of an issue before removing the project from the low impact process

· Threatened & Endangered Species:  projects that may result in an “adverse affect” or “jeopardy” call  

· Could be eligible for historic register

· Projects that would require a 4(f) evaluation (i.e. action would go beyond the a 4(f) De Minimus for minor impact to parks, historic properties, wildlife refuges)

The Criteria listed below represent topics that would required additional time for coordination, planning and design.  Therefore, these criteria will deem a project as “not eligible for the low-impact process.”

· FEMA CLOMR required
· On-site Detour required
· Major utilities to relocate
· Water supply intake
· FERC permit required
· Coast Guard permit required
