Dear Mr. Joyner,

As a property owner, water enthusiast and nature lover, I am concerned about
access for myself and the residents of Hatteras Island. The need to balance
numerous stake-holder viewpoints in a timely manner is important, as is

the necessity to preserve access for residents in the longer term. I am most in
favor of a raised road over the sound at the termination of a safe and replaced
Bonner Bridge to Rodanthe with another toward Frisco where the issues are. Aside
from the extreme measure of closing road access to the island, I am most against
beach replenishment in the Rodanthe area, as it is a temporary fix with several
negative implications, especially on the beaches to the south.

At present, the issue is the replacement of the Herbert C. Bonner Bridge and a
permanent bridge to replace the temporary one over the recently carved out "Irene
Inlet." If the raised road is not on the table, I am writing to offer my support
of the Herbert C. Bonner Bridge replacement project, and the permanent bridge to
replace the temporary bridge at “Irene Inlet” within the existing NC 12 easement
alternative as the Preferred Alternative for Phase Two (a).

In either case, time is of the essence to fortify this area with a high quality
structure before further damage, and costs, occurs. I therefore urge NCDOT to
move forward as quickly as possible to secure this vital transportation link for
Hatteras Island.
