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Used 10-inch diameter micropiles for all bents to provide
the most economical bridge foundation.
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Used sawtooth pattern for PTI Taxiway bridge which allows girders
to be set perpendicular to the substructure. This reduced the
length of the girders, allowing for the use of the more

economical 77-inch modified bulb-tee prestressed concrete girders.
